ABOUT THE FELLOWSHIP
The John William Ward Public Service Fellowship is a summer program open to Boston Latin School Juniors and Seniors.  It seeks to teach BLS students about the state and local government of Massachusetts and Boston and to inspire participants to play a more active role in public service and gain valuable experience in this sector.  Each Fellow works for a public official, including the Governor of Massachusetts, Mayor of Boston, State Senators, State Representatives, and City Councilors. Fellows perform duties as assigned by their particular office.  In addition, the approximately 15 Fellows meet with sponsors during the summer, providing a unique opportunity to learn about each official’s profession, motivations, views, and goals.  The fellowship is a paid program: each Fellow works forty hours a week and receives a bi-weekly stipend of approximately $400. The Ward Fellowship seeks candidates who have an interest in public service in all of its forms. All students are encouraged to apply and will be given thorough consideration.  Previous experience in public service is not required for this program, only an interest in public service and the Fellowship. Selections will be based on the strength of the essay, future goals, and the personal interview.

1)  Complete and submit the attached application form with supporting materials.  
2)  Provide a copy of your resume, high school transcript, and attendance records.

3)  Write an essay of two pages on why you would like to participate in the program and what
would make you a good Fellow.
